Gltimos afios y actualmente el analgésico mas
potente que existe, debido a que es tan liposoluble,
gue atraviesa la membrana hematoencefelica con
maés facilidad que sus analogos. Fue sintetizado
por primera vez en 1959 por el Dr. Paul Janssen y
es usado en campos como la anestesiologia,
cirugia vascular y cuidados oncoldgicos. (C.
Alamo et al., 2017).

Las cifras actuales de consumo de opioides son
bastante alertadoras, en el afio 2017 aparecieron
aproximadamente 62  Nuevas  Sustancias
Psicoactivas (48 analogos del fentanilo), se estima
que para el 2018 existian cerca de 269 millones de
consumidores alrededor del mundo y que el
consumo de opioides genero una crisis sanitaria es
paises como EE. UU. (para el 2017 hubo 130
muertes diarias por sobredosis en promedio). Por
esto, se quieren dar a conocer las consecuencias
sanitarias y socioeconémicas, que genera el
consumo de cualquier droga de abuso.

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ABSTRACT

Fentanyl is the synthetic opioid on the rise in
recent years and currently the most powerful
analgesic that exists, because it is so fat-soluble
that it crosses the blood-brain membrane more
easily than its analogues. It was first synthesized
in 1959 by Dr. Paul Janssen and is used in fields
such as anesthesiology, vascular surgery, and
cancer care. (C. Alamo et al., 2017).

The current figures of opioid consumption are
quite alarming, in 2017 approximately 62 New
Psychoactive Substances appeared (48 fentanyl
analogs), it is estimated that by 2018 there were
about 269 million consumers around the world
and that the consumption of opioids generated a
health crisis in countries like the United States (for
2017 there were 130 daily deaths from overdoses
on average).
